This unexpected item
enabled her to work as an interpreter and save many other refugees.

Louise and her family stayed in the camp for six months. After that,
thanks to her Japanese friends, she came to Japan again, this time with her

family. She finally escaped from this horrible civil war.

4 Louise believes that the Rwandan civil war was caused by a lack of
education. People in Rwanda were easily manipulated during the war. In
other words, they could not tell right from wrong. She has realized that
education is the key to preventing future wars.

Sometimes people cannot go outside for several reasons — physical or
mental issues, looking after children, or caring for elderly people. However,
everyone can participate in society through the robots we will learn about.

A man’s voice is being delivered through a robot to a large audience in
a lecture hall. The voice is Banda Yuta's, but now he is actually in bed in
the hospital. The robot everyone is listening to is his avatar.

These days, people usually think that every robot is equipped with
artificial intelligence (AI). An Al robot can do housework and even
communicate with humans. However, an avatar robot is not equipped with
Al. It only has a built-in camera, speaker, and microphone. The operator
controls it remotely with a smartphone or personal computer. He or she
can talk freely to people in other places, and even express emotions with
the robot’s gestures. People around the robot feel as if the operator were
actually there.

2 The avatar robot was developed by Yoshifuji Kentaro. In his early teens,
he could not attend school regularly, so he often felt very lonely. Later, after
entering technical college, he became passionate about developing Al to help
lonely people. However, he was never satisfied with the results. He finally
realized that his family and teachers, not Al, had saved him from loneliness.
“I may have escaped from my lonely world thanks to interacting with real
people. Al may not be able to help lonely people.”

At university, he created a new way to connect people. First, he bought
a robot and disassembled it to understand how it worked. By researching
online and consulting robot experts, he came up with the concept of an avatar
robot. To make his robot move like a human, he studied pantomime and
Jyoruri. After a year of trial and error, the prototype of his avatar robot was

born.

Improving Society with Avatar Robots

3 Avatar robots have been utilized in various fields. In the field of social
welfare, they help disabled people enter society. In Banda’s case, he was in
a traffic accident at the age of four. As a result, he was not able to walk or
even leave his bed. However, meeting Yoshifuji completely changed Banda’s
life. Yoshifuji invited Banda to try using an avatar robot. Banda gave
feedback on it as a person with a disability. He also attended meetings
from his bed through the robot, and began working as Yoshifuji's assistant.
Banda said, “I feel like I am needed in society, which makes me happy.
With my avatar robot, I can go anywhere and do anything.”

In the field of education, avatar robots have great potential as well. A
robot can be put on a desk in a classroom. With an avatar robot, even a
student in the hospital can attend classes. Moreover, he or she can enjoy

chatting with classmates at recess or after school.

4  Yoshifuji opened a cafe staffed by avatar robots. The robots working in
this cafe are larger in size than his other robots. This is because they have
to move around and serve customers. People who cannot easily go out
because of physical or mental issues can work there remotely. Through
their avatar robots, they can greel customers, take orders, and serve food or
drinks. The cafe provides employment opportunities for people who have
difficulty directly participating in society.

From his experience, Yoshifuji knows thal avatar robots can address
the social problem of isolation. They can be “you” in public or at work. So,
even if you cannot leave your home, you can still meet people, expand your

world, and enjoy your life. Yoshifuji hopes avatar robots will allow more

and more people to interact in the future.

o “Thanks to these blocks, I can walk around freely and safely in the city.” This
is a comment from a visually impaired person in Japan about fenji blocks, known as
tactile paving in English. This system helps people with a visual impairment to
travel around in public. There are two types of tactile paving. One has raised
stripes which indicate directions. The other has raised dots which act as a warning
sign in front of stairs, at crossings, or near the edge of platforms. Visually impaired
people can understand the direction or notice any danger by stepping on these
blocks or touching them with a *white stick.

After spending a lot of time and money, Miyake
completed the first tactile paving tiles in 1965. He provided some blocks for free to
various organizations in Okayama, Osaka, and other cities. He hoped that his
invention would spread throughout Japan, but unfortunately, at that time, it received
little interest.

o The situation changed significantly in 1970, when a school for visually impaired
children in Osaka made a request to Japanese National Railways (JNR). For the
students’ safety, the school asked JNR to lay tactile paving on the platform of the
nearby station. The organization agreed to its request, and other facilities also
began to install tactile paving. From that time, tactile paving began to spread

nationwide.

but now, tactile paving allows us to be independent.”

© Recently, tactile paving with various functions has been tested. In one project,

tactile paving in certain locations is equipped with *radio transmitters. This means
that smartphone app users can catch signals automatically when they are near these
spots. If this system is put into practical use, people will be able to get information
about directions or nearby public facilities. In another project, people can also use
an app on their smartphones to read patterns painted on blocks. That Al technology
can provide huge amounts of both audible and visual information on nearby
restrooms, restaurants, and tourist facilities. Therefore, this system can be easily
used by domestic and overseas visitors. Even in natural disasters, tactile paving can

give useful information about nearby emergency shelters.

permafrost, or frozen ground. This permafrost thaw could have further negative
impacts on our planet.

o Permafrost is a layer of soil remaining at or below 0C for at least two years. It
is made up of soil, stones, and sand that are bound together by ice. This frozen
layer is mainly found in the Arctic regions of the Northern Hemisphere, where the
mean annual air temperature seldom rises above freezing.

These remains have been there for so long because they were not able
to decompose. However, when permafrost thaws, microbes begin actively
decomposing the carbon found in these remains. This process unfortunately
releases more greenhouse gases like carbon dioxide or methane. Surprisingly,
methane is over 28 times more powerful than carbon dioxide at warming the planet.

According to recent studies, scientists estimate that permafrost holds about 1,300

*gigatons of carbon in total. That is approximately twice the amount of carbon
which currently exists in the atmosphere.

o Secondly, thawing permafrost could result in terrible infectious diseases.
Bacteria and viruses are able to survive in permafrost for many years. Therefore,
thawing permafrost could release them from the dead animals frozen in the soil. In
fact, in 2016, there was an outbreak of *anthrax that killed thousands of reindeer in
*Siberia, Russia. Furthermore, at least twenty people were infected with anthrax,

and tragically, a twelve-year-old boy died. Scientists concluded these infections

originated from a reindeer which died of anthrax over 70 years ago. The frozen
body of the reindeer had been trapped inside permafrost. However, when it thawed
due to a heatwave in the summer, the dangerous bacteria in the *carcass became
active. This infectious anthrax spread through the nearby water and soil, and then

entered the food supply.

o More alarmingly, dangerous bacteria and viruses in permafrost can come back
to life even after having been inactive for an extremely long period of time. For
example, in 2015, a *virulent virus called *Mollivirus was discovered in 30,000-year-old
soil from permafrost. According to research, when this virus enters a host, it can
multiply by one thousand within twelve hours. If this virus should be released from
permafrost, it could quickly infect a huge number of people or animals. From these
two examples, we can see the risk of this potential danger. Thawing permafrost
might suddenly expose humans to deadly bacteria or viruses that people living now
have never experienced before.

o Finally, thawing permafrost might cause serious problems to our health and
living conditions.

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o The most traditional definition of a human community was “a group of people
larger than a family that interact.” A community may include people who have at

least one shared interest. In the past, community members lived relatively close to

one another in one geographical location: in the same building, on the same street,

in the same neighborhood, or in the same village, town, or city. Nowadays,
however, the word community can mean a national, an international, or even an
online group of individuals interacting. Therefore, the new definition of community
might be “a group of people that recognize they have something in common.”

Many other interacting groups nowadays, however,
are virtual communities. Their members seldom, if ever, get together physically.

Instead, they connect from a distance over the Internet. Research into these kinds
of groups is relatively new. Even so, some of their features are similar to those of
reallife communities and others are very different.

o What kinds of meeting places exist online? Individuals might get together on
forums, in chat rooms, or community areas within social networking sites. They may
make use of blog posts and comments, wikis (websites on which anyone can change
the content), or web widgets (small applications that perform a task). And what

features do these virtual locations have in common? First, they are likely to include

print, audio, visual, or moving content about topics of inferest to their members.

Second, participants can probably communicate by delayed timing, such as by email or

*newsgroups. And third, people may connect in real time, by chatting, texting, or other

kinds of instant messaging. This means their interaction is like reallife networking.
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o Just as in reallife social communities of the past and present, members of
virtual communities tend to participate in general steps. First, individuals might
observe from the outside. Second, they begin to take part as “newcomers.” If they
participate regularly, contribute to community purposes, and perhaps take risks, they

become committed “insiders” or “full members.” They may turn into “leaders,” who
take responsibility for others; their participation is likely to help keep the
community going as well as growing. Eventually, some “retirees” leave the network
for various reasons: perhaps because of new relationships in different locations,
changing interests, or problems in other areas of their lives. Or they may not have
enough time, energy, or other resources o continue contributing.

Second, if
people are committed to an interacting group, they may feel they have to keep
contributing. And third, people are more likely to stay in a group or a network in

which they feel accepted and valued by others.
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o A great advantage of online communities is that they build relationships among
many different kinds of people: age, cultural identity, and lifestyle become
unimportant. But what are the potential challenges of virtual connecting? First,
there may be risk involved, or people may feel threatened in various ways, such as
financially, physically, personally, or socially. Identity is another possible problem:
individuals don’t have to tell the truth about themselves online, so there can be
deception involved. A third possibility is online harassment (trying to harm others
on the Internet on purpose). And finally, if there is not enough privacy (whether
the information is true or false), members can get themselves and others into big
trouble.

o In summary, virtual communities are similar to groups that exist in physical
reality in several ways: in their definitions, purposes, the steps members take to get
into and out of them, the reasons they exist, and the potential challenges of risk,
deception, harassment, and privacy problems. Will the continuing and growing
online interaction improve human relationships? Or will it change the definition of
“community” into something completely different from today's physical and virtual
world?

It
is a country with great natural beauty in
central Africa. Marie Louise Kambenga, a
peace activist, is from Rwanda. She was
the only girl who graduated from high
school in her village. She studied home
econémics, and after graduation, became
a dressmaking teacher. In her school,
there was a Japanese voluntéer. She
recommended Louise as a (rainée in Japan.

In 1993, Louise came to Fukushima as a
trainée to study dressmaking. Living with
a host family in Japan was a completely
new expérience for her. Louise was really
amazed when she saw an elderly woman
reading a newspaper. She had never seen
such a thing! Louise was also impressed
with Japan's educational system, especially
free public education for all children. In
Rwanda, many poor children could not go
to school. In 1994, after an interesting
10-month expérience, Louise returned to
her husband and children in Rwanda.

Howsver, ghe believed that all women should have the right to be adusated  She
wrats many lstbere to her friende in Europs to *srgues for women's sdusation

Unfortunately, Hartini passed away when she waz only 25 yeurs old. Her
friends collected her letbers together and ®published them as mbock.  The book was
read by many people and inepired cther women in Indonean to fight for ther nghts
babe educated.
