The surfaoe”’of
a lotus leaf is covered with tiny, rough bumps. When
water falls on the leaf, the drops run down and gather
as one. At the same time, the water drops carry away mud
and dust. In this way, lotus leaves never stay wet or dirty.

This self-cleaning ability of lotus leaves is known as
the “lotus effect.” One food company uses this effect to
make yogurt lids. The lids have a bumpy surface, so
