After that, Louise and her family had to
escape from Rwanda.

3 Louise and her family arrived at one of the refugee camps in the Congo. One day, she was
standing in line to send a fax to Japan. Then, a Japanese volunteer doctor noticed hiragana on her
paper, and asked her if she could work as an interpreter in the camp. The Japanese dictionary in her
bag enabled her to help the doctor and save many other refugees. Six months later, thanks to her
Japanese friends, she came to Japan again, this time with her family.

4 Louise believes that the Rwandan civil war was caused by a lack of education. Therelore, she
established a school for children in Rwanda. All children can attend this school even if they do not
have money. Today, she keeps sharing her experiences with people in both Rwanda and Japan.

It
is a country with great natural beauty in
central Africa. Marie Louise Kambenga, a
peace activist, is from Rwanda. She was
the only girl who graduated from high
school in her wvillage. She studied home
ccondmics, and after gradudtion, became
a dressmaking  teacher.
