Kartini Day

Have you heard of *Raden Adjeng Kartini? She is a famous Indonesian *figure.
She fought so that women in her village in *Java could be educated.

Kartini was born on April 21, 1879 to a rich Javanese family. At that time,
Indonesia was *under Dutch rule. Because of the *status of her father with the
Dutch, she was able to attend elementary school with her brothers. However, from
the age of 12, she was not allowed to leave her home. This was a Javanese custom
to prepare women for *marriage. While she was kept at home, she educated herself
and read many books. She wanted to improve the rights of women in Java;
especially so that women were allowed to be educated.

After getting married, Kartini was *given permission to start an all-girls school
from her home. She started educating the daughters of rich Javanese families.
However, she believed that all women should have the right to be educated. She
wrote many letters to her friends in Europe to *argue for women’s education.

Unfortunately, Kartini passed away when she was only 25 years old. Her
friends collected her letters together and *published them as a book. The book was
read by many people and inspired other women in Indonesia to fight for their rights
to be educated.

Today, April 21 is known as Kartini Day in Indonesia. People wear traditional
clothes to show their respect to Kartini and the movement she started. Also, on this
day, students learn about the history of Kartini and discuss the importance of
